Bogong High Plains Road

• Week starting 29/ Sept. (next week) clearing 

of the road between Windy Corner and Basalt 

Hill Quarry will commence.

• Trucks will cart Bogong Project tunnel spoil to 

the quarry when clear.

• Contractor (Winslow) will mobilise mid Oct. to 

recommence laying of road sub base from 

the chainage 27km point toward the Omeo 

Hwy –9kms remaining to complete the 36km.



• Re-processing (crushing) of tunnel spoil will 

take place at Basalt Hill Quarry in preparation 

for sealing.

• Sealing work will commence Dec/Jan.  10kms 

from Windy Corner to near Wallace's Hut 

turnoff, the start at Omeo Hwy and work back.

• Completion of sealing by end of Autumn.

• Visitor sites/carparks upgrades 09/10 –

Observation area, Ropers trailhead, 

Watchbed Ck, Wallace's Hut, Cope Hut, Mt 

Cope.



Alpine National Park Plan of 

Management Review

• Current Plan 1992 – old and tired, some new 
big issues to address. The new plan will be a 
revision, not starting from scratch.

• Issues based, strategic planning document, 
rather than activity based

• A key issue will be integration of the plan with 
the Alpine Resorts – Falls Ck and Hotham. 
E.g Master plans, move toward summer 
destination, climate change, integration with 
other plans – Nature Based Tourism Strategy, 
etc.

Hawkweed

• Two species (nasty ones), first found at Falls 
Ck in 1999.

• State prohibited weeds – represents a major 
threat to biodiversity and to agricultural 
production.

• Aim to eradicate from the BHP’s and Falls 
Creek

• Partnership approach – Parks Vic. Falls Ck 
RMB, Ski Lift Co. Dept Primary Industries –
YOU!
